


























National Endowment for
the Arts Announces b0-
State Tour of NEA Jazz
Masters, Living Legends
of American Music

Washington, D.C. - Half-time at the March
31 Wizards-Nets basketball game will
come alive with the sounds of NEA Jazz
Master Herbie Hancock, as the National
Endowment for the Arts launches its NEA
Jazz Masters On Tour program. The March
31 performance, with students of the
Thelonious Monk Institute of Jazz, will
take place at approximately 8:00 p.m. at
the MCI Center in Washington, as the Arts
Endowment marks the beginning of
National Jazz Appreciation Month with its
announcement of the tour.

Over the next two years, the NEA Jazz
Masters, winners of the nation's highest
honor in this uniquely American art form,
will fan across the country, bringing their
music to all 50 states with the Arts
Endowment's support. Among the cele-
brated artists who have received NEA
Jazz Master status are Ornette Coleman,
Jim Hall, Abbey Lincoln, Nancy Wilson,
Jimmy and Percy Heath, Dave Brubeck and
Chico Hamilton. At the March 31 half-time
show, NEA Chairman Dana Gioia will
acknowledge private support for this pro-
gram from the Doris Duke Charitable
Foundation, which has generously commit-
ted $480,000 over a three-year period to
help fund the first phase of NEA Jazz
Masters On Tour.

The tour is a key component of an expand-
ed NEA Jazz Masters program, as
announced in November 2003 by Chairman
Gioia. The Arts Endowment will provide
funds to not-for-profit presenting organiza-
tions for booking NEA Jazz Masters, with
educational activities (such as master
classes or meet-the-artist sessions) includ-
ed in each engagement. Established in
1982, the program has elevated 73 living
legends of American music to the status of
NEA Jazz Master.

"In a culture overwhelmed by innumerable
forms of popular entertainment, we must
not allow an art as important as jazz to
become lost in the clutter," stated
Chairman Gioia. "Our new touring program
will help bring the wealth of jazz talent
and experience of our NEA Jazz Masters to
audiences and students across the coun-
try."

"Doris Duke was an active supporter of jazz
during her lifetime and an avid pianist. Her
love of this art form has led the Foundation
to invest more than $22 million in the jazz
field over the past six years," said Olga M.
Garay, Program Director for the Arts of the
Doris Duke Charitable Foundation.
"Through our JazzNet program, we have
been collaborating with the Arts
Endowment to expand performing oppor-
tunities for jazz musicians and listening
opportunities for audiences. What better
way could there be to continue our invest-
ment, than to help bring the NEA Jazz
Masters to people across America?"
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The Arts in a Creative Economy

Americans for the Arts (AFTA) recent-
ly shared information regarding
Wisconsin's draft plan for growing their
economy entitled "Grow Wisconsin
Creatively". As stated in the plan, "Grow
Wisconsin Creatively is a public and pri-
vate action agenda to use the creativity
and innovation that are prevalent in
Wisconsin as essential tools for local,
regional and statewide economic, educa-
tional and civic vitality. It provides the
best approach to Wisconsin's participation
in the creative economy.", but Wisconsin is
not the only state to take on such an initia-
tive. North Carolina, Vermont, and
California, just to name a few, have
already realized many successes with
their creative economies.

Creative economies are HOT! In a cre-
ative economic model one of the key com-
ponents is creativity or ideas (an unlimited
resource that each and every person pos-
sesses). Creative economies are what
many authors are writing about, and what
many states are tapping into to promote
economic growth, and develop vitality and
diversity within their communities.
According to the Vermont Council on Rural
Development news release in 2004, "The
“creative economy" is a relatively new
catchphrase that describes the relation-
ship between a community's cultural life
and its economic activity. Strategies to

develop this economic sector place a high
value on heritage, arts, and culture as core
to community life and economic vitality."

The arts and creativity are involved in
creative economic plans, but creativity
doesn't just happen. According to Doug
Henton and Kim Walesh in "The Creative
Community," creativity is built from among
other things "cultural participation - expe-
riencing the visual and performing arts, as
well as the range of activities that bring
people together to interact, experience,
share and enjoy human expression.

A Word About the NDCA Budget

Governor Hoeven has included funding for the Cultural Endowment and a
new Bricks & Mortar Grant Program in his 2005-2007 biennial budget for
the NDCA. The total biennium budget recommendation for the NDCA by the
Governor is $2,296,740 with 1,028,422 in general funds. The inclusion of a
$20,000 appropriation to the Endowment, if allowed by the legislature. The
NDCA requested this appropriation and has agreed to find matching private
funds for it during the biennium. The Endowment was started with a legisla-
tive appropriation in 1979 and has received only one other appropriation in
1991. The Capital Grant Program was requested by the NDCA due to the
number of requests it has received from constituents over the past several
years.
