A public reception is scheduled for Friday, June 27, 2008, from 1:00-3:00 p.m. in the Memorial Hall at the State Capitol building for Bowman artist Marsha Lehmann. Lehmann’s works are on display in the Governor’s ground floor and first floor offices, the First Lady’s fourth floor office, and the Attorney General’s office until after the reception on June 27th. Lehmann will also have on display her print recently published by the nationally recognized publisher Greenwich Workshop.
This is part of an ongoing program between the NDCA and the offices of the Governor and First Lady. Every three months, visual artists from around the state are selected to exhibit their work at the Capitol Building.

Artists looking to represent their region with art work placed in the offices of the governor and first lady can submit a brief resume along with photographs or slides of their work to the North Dakota Council on the Arts, 1600 East Century Avenue, Suite 6, Bismarck, ND 58503. Artists will be selected for quarterly display. The next quarter begins July 2008.
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The North Dakota Council on the Arts is the state agency responsible for the support and development of the arts throughout North Dakota, and is funded by the state legislature and the National Endowment for the Arts.
