Applications for the 2006 Bush Artist Fellows program will be available August 1, 2005. The Bush Artist Fellows Program provides artists with significant financial support that enables them to further their work and their contribution to their communities.  Fellows may decide to take time for solitary work or reflection, engage in collaborative or community projects or embark on travel or research.  Artists may use a Bush Artist Fellowship in many ways—to explore new directions, continue work already in progress or accomplish work not financially feasible otherwise.  Up to 15 fellowships of $44,000 each will be awarded in 2006.  
To be eligible to apply, an artist must be at least 25 years old at the time of application and a resident of Minnesota, North Dakota, South Dakota or the 26 counties of western Wisconsin that lie within the Ninth Federal Reserve District.  Applicants must have lived in one of these states for at least 12 of the 36 months preceding the application deadline.  Students are not eligible.

Separate preliminary panels are convened for each category to review application materials and select finalists.  Final selection of fellows is made in April 2006 by an interdisciplinary panel.
