The trunks have many new, exciting objects and a more focused curriculum developed to help you teach to the state arts content standards which can be found on the Department of Public Instruction’s website www.dpi.state.nd.us. The Games and Storytelling series is designed to engage students, not only in learning about their own ethnic background, but also in learning about the heritage of other ethnic groups within the state. While learning about historical games and stories, students are invited to draw, write, act, perform and present.

 

The Cultural Encounters with Lewis and Clark and Beyond allows students to be active participants in the teaching and learning process by focusing on an event in the history of America. While exploring the Lewis and Clark Expedition, students are invited to take their own voyage of discovery and to share their findings.
