Institutional Support and Music and Literature Individual Artist Fellowship Applications Now Available 
Online applications are now available for the Institutional Support grant and the Music and Literature Individual Artist Fellowship program. 
The Institutional Support Program is designed to benefit artists, arts organizations, and the general public. The program provides general support for qualifying arts and cultural organizations that have proven they have strong management and leadership, quality artistic programming and services, and are an important part of the arts infrastructure in their communities. Applicant’s primary activity must be presentation, production, or service to the arts. The goals of the Institutional Support grant program are to: assist arts organizations in improving artistic or administrative standards; encourage arts organizations to attain financial stability by developing a diversified funding base; expand cultural opportunities to new and/or underserved audiences; increase opportunities for North Dakota artists and North Dakota residents to participate in a wide range of arts activities; and expand public appreciation and understanding of the various art forms.

All applicants must submit a letter stating their intent to apply no later than January 15, 2010 (postmark). Letters must be printed on either the applicant organization’s letterhead or e-mailed directly to the NDCA at jwebb@nd.gov. Staff review deadline is February 15, 2010 for any applicant desiring that NDCA staff review the application before final submission. Final grant applications must be submitted on or before March 15, 2010. Minimum grants in this category are $2,000 per fiscal year. Only one Institutional Support grant application will be accepted from an organization per triennium based on 501(c)3 status.

The Individual Fellowship Program was established to recognize practicing artists residing in North Dakota with a monetary fellowship award. This program is designed to support professional artists with outstanding talent and ability to improve their artistic skills and enhance their career opportunities. Two fellowships of $2,500 are awarded annually with different disciplines in each fiscal year. The North Dakota Council on the Arts (NDCA) reserves the right to not award either fellowship, based on the panel review. 2010 Fellowships are available for Literary and Musical artists. Draft review deadline is January 15, 2010; and the final grant submission deadline is February 15, 2010.
Early submission is strongly encouraged for all programs. You can access NDCA’s online grant system at http://northdakota.cgweb.org. 

As a reminder, the Professional Development and Special Projects grant applications are accepted throughout the year, but must be submitted no later than four (4) weeks prior to the start of the event. Early submission of applications is recommended since grant funds are limited and applications are reviewed on a first-come, first-serve basis.
