North Dakota Artist’s Works Exhibited in Offices of 
the Governor and First Lady
Bismarck – The North Dakota Council on the Arts (NDCA), along with the offices of Governor John Hoeven and First Lady Mikey Hoeven, is exhibiting the works of Towner artist Tam Goodman at the Capitol Building in Bismarck. Goodman’s paintings will be on display in the governor’s ground floor and first floor offices as well as the first lady’s fourth floor office during the months of April, May and June, 2006.
This is part of an ongoing program between the NDCA and the offices of the governor and first lady. Every three months, visual artists from around the state are selected to exhibit their work at the Capitol Building.

Artists will be selected for quarterly display. The next quarter begins July 2006.
Following is a short biography of the artist Tam Goodman:

Finding beauty everywhere she looks has been Tam’s discovery since she started painting 20 years ago. She is a partner in Backstage Gallery and Gift Shoppe in Rugby, where she does all the framing for the gallery in her 100 year old home on her farm northwest of Towner.  

Tam has traveled extensively throughout the Midwest and the west coast to art shows and has won numerous awards with her artwork.  You can find Tam’s work in Backstage Gallery & Gift Shoppe in Rugby; Red Cedar Framing in Bismarck; Fountain in Williston; Wall Drug in Wall, South Dakota; and Bird’s Nest in Great Falls, Montana.
