North Dakota Artist’s Works Exhibited in Offices of 
the Governor and First Lady
Bismarck – The North Dakota Council on the Arts (NDCA), along with the offices of Governor John Hoeven and First Lady Mikey Hoeven, is exhibiting the works of Grand Forks artist Dyan Rey at the Capitol Building in Bismarck during the months of January, February and March 2007. Rey’s works will be on display in the Governor’s ground floor and first floor offices, the First Lady’s fourth floor office, and the Attorney General’s offices. Some of her work will also be on display at the North Dakota Council on the Arts office.
A public reception is scheduled for January 22, from 2:30-4:30 p.m. in the Memorial Hall at the State Capitol building for Dyan Rey, as well as photographer Scott Archer, whose works were on display the previous quarter.
This is part of an ongoing program between the NDCA and the offices of the Governor and First Lady. Every three months, visual artists from around the state are selected to exhibit their work at the Capitol Building.

Artists looking to represent their region with art work placed in the offices of the governor and first lady can submit a brief resume along with photographs or slides of their work to the North Dakota Council on the Arts, 1600 East Century Avenue, Suite 6, Bismarck, ND 58503. Artists will be selected for quarterly display. The next quarter begins April 2007.
Following is a short biography of  Dyan Rey:

Dyan Rey has been a professional artist for over twenty-five years and has exhibited her artwork in seventeen solo shows as well as many group shows. She has received awards and grants to attend Artist Residency programs. Her work is in many private and public collections.

Dyan was born and raised in Grand Forks, graduated from Central High School and attended the University of North Dakota. She later attended college at San Francisco State College and the University of Oregon, receiving a Bachelor of Fine Arts in Painting in 1977.

She lived in Seattle for ten years where she actively pursued an art career, exhibiting extensively in the Pacific Northwest where she was represented by the Greg Kucera Gallery. In 1987 she was awarded a seven month residency fellowship at the Fine Arts Work Center in Provincetown, Massachusetts. She remained on the East Coast for the next five years, managing an art gallery in Provincetown and working in museums in New York City, while continuing to paint and exhibit her work.

Upon returning to Grand Forks, Dyan entered the Master of Fine Arts program at the University of North Dakota, receiving her degree in 1996. Her work was chosen to be the inaugural exhibit for the opening of the Empire Theatre Performing Arts Center.  She maintains a painting studio in downtown Grand Forks and is a Lecturer in the University of North Dakota Visual Arts Department. She is married to State Representative Eliot Glassheim. 
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
