North Dakota Artist’s Works Exhibited in Offices of the Governor and First Lady
The North Dakota Council on the Arts (NDCA), along with the offices of Governor John Hoeven and First Lady Mikey Hoeven, is exhibiting the works of Valley City artist Jessica Christy at the Capitol Building in Bismarck during the months of July, August and September 2008. Christy’s works are on display in the Governor’s ground floor and first floor offices, the First Lady’s fourth floor office, and the Attorney General’s first floor office.
This is part of an ongoing program between the NDCA and the offices of the Governor and First Lady. Artists looking to represent their region with art work placed in the offices of the governor and first lady can submit a brief resume along with photographs or slides of their work to the North Dakota Council on the Arts, 1600 East Century Avenue, Suite 6, Bismarck, ND 58503. Artists are selected for quarterly display. 
Following is a short biography of Jessica Christy:
Jessica Christy is a graduate student at the University of North Dakota pursuing an MFA in mixed media and printmaking. She is an assistant to the master printer at Sundog Press where she has worked on editioning intaglios and lithographs of artists such as Audrey Flack and Peter Kuper. Her work is an "incorporation of the everyday in our culture" and ranges from whimsy to dead-on seriousness. Her work will both delight and challenge you.  Jessica states, "Art making to me is a necessity. My art doesn't surface from raw emotion, or bouts of anger, happiness, or sadness. It's a solid requirement to my everyday routine."

Jessica's work has been included in numerous invitational exhibitions and recently won acclaim by judges in regional and national juried shows. Her work has been included in the fall and winter art auctions at the North Dakota Museum of Art and into a traveling exhibition based out of the Custer Fine Arts Center in Montana. She has had solo exhibitions at the Jamestown Arts Center and Valley City State University and her work is also part of a two artist exhibition that traveled the region.
