North Dakota Art Organizations Receive $301,003 from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009

The North Dakota Council on the Arts (NDCA) announces that twelve (12) North Dakota arts and cultural organizations will each receive a portion of the $290,000 in funding to preserve jobs in the arts through the North Dakota Council on the Arts and that one (1) organization will receive $16,003 through Arts Midwest, for the NDCA Job Preservation grant program. 

Funds from this grant program will help to preserve jobs that are threatened by declines in philanthropic and other support during the current economic downturn. Twenty two salaried positions and several contracted artist positions will be retained through this program. Funds for the program were provided by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 through the National Endowment for the Arts.

Two North Dakota organizations each received $50,000 in direct funding through grants from the National Endowment for the Arts: North Dakota Museum of Art in Grand Forks and The Plains Art Museum in Fargo.
The Council received 28 applications requesting a total of $585,984. Of the 28 applications submitted, 24 were eligible for program funding. To be eligible for the program, applicants needed to comply with program and guideline requirements, demonstrating that critical administrative and/or artistic positions in their organization were in jeopardy due to the economic downturn; organizations had to have received NDCA funding through the Institutional Support grant program within the past three (3) years; and their organization did not receive funding directly from the NEA through the ARRA program.
