The North Dakota Council on the Arts (NDCA) announces the addition of Marilyn Hudson and Taylor Barnes, who have recently accepted appointments to serve on the NDCA’s board of directors; and announce the appointment of current board member Tom Porter, of Bismarck, to NDCA Vice-Chair. 
Marilyn Hudson was born and raised on the Fort Berthold Reservation. She graduated from Elbowoods High School in 1953. In 1956 she graduated from the Haskell Institute’s business program in Lawrence, Kansas. Marilyn retired from the Bureau of Indian Affairs in 1992, where her career was in the administrative management field involving budget and personnel. Following her retirement, Marilyn began working part-time at the Three Affiliated Tribes Museum in New Town, where she continues to work today. In addition to managing the administrative work of the facility, she designs exhibits, researches historical events, and serves as liaison between the Museum and other organizations. Marilyn and her husband Kent have two children and seven grandchildren. Marilyn, a Parshall, North Dakota resident, will represent Region 1 (Divide County, Williams County and McKenzie County). She will be replacing Joyce Kaiser, of Williston, whose term has recently expired. 

Taylor Barnes graduated from Ohio State University with a degree in fine arts in 1971. She received an elementary education degree from Jamestown College and taught in a two room school until she and her husband began an offset printing business. Since 1982, she has coordinated the artist-in-residence program for Jamestown Fine Arts Association. In 1991, she served as the coordinator for the Dakota Arts Congress in conjunction with the North and South Dakota Arts Councils and the Manitoba Arts Board. Taylor was a board member with the North Dakota Council on the Arts from 1990-1993 and since 1997 has been the director at the Arts Center. Her responsibilities at the Arts Center include community outreach and public relations, fundraising, financial tracking, organizational planning and visioning, administration and management, grant and reports compliance, and coordinating the artists in the schools and performances in the gallery. Taylor, a Jamestown, North Dakota resident, will represent Region 6 (Wells County, Foster County, Stutsman County, Logan County, McIntosh County, LaMoure County, Dickey County, Griggs County and Barnes County). She will be replacing Marlys Brown, of Hannaford, whose term has recently expired.
We would like to welcome the new North Dakota Council on the Art’s board of directors, congratulate Tom Porter on his appointment to Vice-Chair, and give a sincere thank you to our departing members, Joyce Kaiser, and Marlys Brown, for their time and efforts displayed during their appointed terms.
The NDCA’s board consists of eight members – one from each of the state’s regions, and one member-at-large, each of whom is appointed by the governor for a five-year term.
