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NDCA Announces New Artists in Residence Rostered Artists
The North Dakota Council on the Arts announces five new Artist in Residence rostered artists: William Hessian of St. Louis Park, Minnesota (visual arts); Jescia Hoffman of Mandan, North Dakota (visual arts); Patrick Kasper of Fargo, North Dakota (dance); Kevin Locke of Wakpala, South Dakota (folk arts); and Diane Shore of Marietta, Georgia (literature).

Artists represented on the Artist-in-Residence Roster have successfully undergone a peer panel review process that evaluates their artistic and instructional abilities as they relate to artists working in a school residency program. The roster is a resource guide for communities searching for qualified professionals to conduct residencies in schools and other educational settings. The information contained on the roster is provided by the artist and provides basic information about the residency they offer. The artists on the North Dakota Council on the Arts roster represent the following disciplines: dance, folk, literature, media, music, theatre and visual arts. Artists provide students the environment to develop critical thinking skills, help build confidence, share their ideas with others, and be involved in the creative process.

The Artist in Residence (AIR) program provides matching funds for schools and other non-profit organizations to bring artists into North Dakota schools and communities to conduct residencies of three days or longer. The AIR Program is designed to provide students, teachers, and community members with hands-on experiences and personal interactions with working artists. Residencies give students an understanding of quality art and appreciation for cultural traditions. New Artists who want to participate in Artist-in-Residence program must be on the council’s Arts in Education Roster. Applications may be reviewed concurrently with Artist in Residence Sponsor applications. The deadline for the next round of Artist in Residence grants is April 1, 2010.
