The notice is inclusive of vulnerable populations, elderly, children and residents living in the 500-year flood plain. The mayor also issued a mandatory closure of non-essential businesses. -- April 17
· The N.D. Highway Patrol is assisting with traffic control in Valley City, including redirecting unnecessary traffic. – April 17

· City of Kathryn residents have been requested to voluntarily evacuate due to spillway erosion at the Clausen Springs Dam. A shelter has been opened at the Oriska School. – April 15  
· Eddy County

· New Rockford issued a voluntary evacuation for residents of River Drive.  The road is only open to local residents.  Sandbag operations continue with 47,000 sandbags filled and placed.  – April 16
· Ransom County
· Eighteen residents, previously evacuated from their Lisbon homes, have been told they can return. – April 16 
· Additional evacuations took place in Lisbon on Main Street, from the bridge on the north end of town, to 3rd Avenue and on Valley Street, from the Sheyenne River to 3rd Avenue.  – April 16

· Barnes County

· The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) reported a sewage pipe broke in Valley City. Officials are trying to locate the break. Sandbagging efforts are underway to protect critical infrastructure.

· Officials are placing dirt on manhole covers to prevent sewage backup.

· Valley City officials issued a Code Red asking residents to not use water.

· The N.D. Department of Health (NDDoH) environmental waste staff is providing technical assistance. – April 17

· Debris Removal

· Governor John Hoeven named North Dakota National Guard BG Terry L. Robinson to lead the state’s flood recovery efforts. BG Robinson will coordinate these efforts with the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) and other federal agencies, along with North Dakota cities, counties, townships and tribes.
· Flooding

· All sites on the Red River are either at crest or are well beyond the high point. Steady high water levels above major flood stage will remain a concern for the next two weeks.  - April 17

· The Souris River area downstream from Minot is starting to see runoff from Canada that will push the Sherwood area of the Basin into flood stage.  The main surge of water is currently near the Towner area. – April 17

· The James River system upstream water levels appear to have crested; however, the crests are at record high levels and water levels are expected to remain very high for several days. – April 17

· The Little Missouri River will hit flood stage today and will remain in flood stage for about 3-5 days. – April 17
·     Benson County
·    A bridge has been washed out west of Maddock. Roadways between township roads and farmsteads are being washed out. – April 17
· Dickey County

· The city of Ludden is flooding. A US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) representative is on site and requesting Hesco barriers for flood protection. – April 17

· Flood fighting activities are underway in the city of Ludden. 1,800 feet of Hesco barrier is being placed across the north end of town.   Water is expected to overflow a railroad bed currently holding back flood waters, which will flood homes and businesses.– April 17
· LaMoure County

· The city of LaMoure lift stations are filling.  City officials have requested residents to plug floor drains, conserve water and use sewer systems sparingly. – April 16

· Ransom County

· Area schools and fire departments coordinated with the Lisbon Fire Department to place sandbags on the Lisbon dike.  – April 16
· Walsh County

· The Park River at Grafton crested over night and has begun a slow fall.  Culvert problems in the Eastwood area of town continue. – April 16

· The pool elevation of Jamestown Dam is at 1,449.2 msl which is a new record and requires 24-hour monitoring by the Bureau of Reclamation. The spillway crest is at elevation 1,454.0 msl.  Current forecasts predict the reservoir level will crest between 1,453 and 1,458 msl. The BOR has closed the road over the Jamestown Dam.

· The pool elevation of Pipestem Dam is at 1,489.6 msl, which is a new record and

24-hour monitoring by the USACE. The spillway elevation is 
1,496.3 msl.
Current forecasts predict the reservoir will crest between 1,487 to 
1,497.6 msl.  The USACE has closed the road over Pipestem Dam.
·    Current Releases: 1,000 cfs – April 18
· The USACE continues advance measures preparations for increased releases from the Pipestem and Jamestown Dams to a combined 4,000 cfs.  Downstream flood protection contract work is expected to be completed by Sunday, April 19, at which time releases will begin to ramp up.  USACE advance measures will place 18 residential homes at risk of flooding.  The city of Jamestown has made a commitment to ring dike each of these homes.  
· Currently, Jamestown and Pipestem Dams have restricted releases to 800 cfs for a combined flow of 1,600 cfs to assist the contractors with the installation of advance measures projects along downstream portions of the James River. – April 17
Garrison Dam
· The USACE increased flow from the Garrison Dam from 5,000 cfs to 9,000 cfs.- April 16
Cottonwood Dam 
· Erosion at the LaMoure Lake spillway appeared to have slowed. – April 16




Baldhill Dam
