· The Buffalo Valley Chapter of the American Red Cross (ARC) placed the Jamestown High School on standby as a shelter. The ARC has stationed a semi on the school grounds with equipment to open an 800 bed shelter. Also on standby are 23 medical cots.The shelter will be a “shelter within a shelter,” defined as a community shelter and vulnerable population shelter. The ARC will provide community shelter staffing; vulnerable population staffing will be the responsibility of agencies such as Public Health, South Central Human Service Center, and Social Services.

· The Jamestown YMCA has been designated as the shelter registration center. Registrations will be processed by agencies providing services for vulnerable populations. The ARC will provide food and hydration support and assist with registering community populations.
· The First Assembly of God Church, located near the intersection of I-94 and Highway 281, has been designated as a second location for registration and a back up shelter.

· The National Weather Service (NW) Long-Range Probabilistic Outlook, issued April 24, calls for a 90 percent chance for Creel Bay at Devils Lake and Stump Lake to rise to 1,451 feet, and a 50 percent chance both lakes will rise to 1,451.3 feet. The forecast is approximately one foot lower than the previous forecast. In the Red River of the North Basin, many rivers are expected to stay below current levels during the outlook period, which is April 27 to July 26. There is a low probability for rivers to exceed present levels. There is a good chance the rivers will continue to recede.

· The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, St. Paul District, continues to discharge 4,600 cubic feet per second (cfs).  Discharges will be evaluated on a daily basis by USACE water control hydrologists. – April 25

· Cottonwood Creek Dam (LaMoure County) and Claussen Springs Dam (Barnes County)
· The State Water Commission reported pools for both dams are receding and discharges are flowing through the primary outlets. The emergency spillways are unserviceable. – April 24
· Jamestown – Pipestem Dams (Stutsman County)

· The USACE increased releases today at the Pipestem Dam by 100 cfs, bringing the outflow to 1,400 cfs. Outflows at Jamestown Dam remain at 1,700 cfs. Total combined releases measure 3,100 cfs. Inflows into the Pipestem Reservoir measure 890 cfs, and inflows into the Jamestown Reservoir are 3,050 cfs. Spillway flows for Jamestown Dam are expected during April 26-May 10.  
· The current James River stage at Jamestown measures 14.2 feet. – April 25
· The USACE and the Bureau of Reclamation (BOR), in cooperation with the North Dakota Game and Fish Department (NDGF), announced the temporary closure of boat traffic at Jamestown and Pipestem Reservoirs until further notice. Officials cite underwater hazards, floating debris, sandbagged homes along the water’s edge, environmental damage caused by rutting, and continued release of water from the reservoirs. The USACE and BOR will continue to permit shore fishing along the reservoir’s edge. 

· Jamestown Dam Road remains closed to both vehicle and pedestrian access as emergency vehicles and heavy equipment use the roadway. – April 24

· The county EOC will be closed as of 5:30 p.m. on Friday, April 24.  The flood hotline will ring into the Office of City-County Health. – April 23

Benson County

· The water level in Iverson Dam reservoir has dropped; however, the road remains closed.  An overflow pipe fell about 4 feet and is level with the water surface. An engineer from the USACE inspected the site and had rock placed under the pipe for support. The Corps will continue to monitor the area. – April 24

· Culverts between Hurricane Lake and the dam are running full and several roads have washed out. – April 24

Cass County

·  FEMA and Stanley Township officials are meeting May 6 to discuss a potential buyout of 13 homes in the community of Heritage Hills that were seriously damaged during the flood. – April 24

Among the 43 counties now approved for Public Assistance programs, 31 had already been declared eligible for reimbursement for 75 percent of eligible expenses for emergency protective measures. – April 24

· The seven newly declared counties eligible for individual assistance are Grant, McHenry, Oliver, Pierce, Stark, Walsh and Ward. Also included in the new additions are the Spirit Lake Reservation and Standing Rock Indian Reservation in North Dakota. – April 24
