The following is a summary of key issues related to the 2009 spring flood for the Red River of the North, Souris, Devils Lake, James and Sheyenne River Basins.  
State Emergency Operations Center (SEOC) Activation – Level III (Monitoring Activation). The SEOC will be staffed daily from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. by N.D. Division of Homeland Security (NDHLS) personnel. The Duty Officer will be responsible for incident-related calls between 5:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m.

· Deaths – 3; two were caused by cardiac arrest, as reported by NDDoH; the NDHP classified the third as a traffic fatality.

· On May 15 the Presidential Disaster Declaration for the State of North Dakota was amended to include seven additional counties for the Individual Assistance Program. Individual Assistance additions include the following: Benson, Cavalier, Eddy, McLean, Pembina, Rolette and Wells counties.

· Governor John Hoeven issued a statewide emergency declaration on March 13.
