The following is a summary of key issues related to the 2009 spring flood for the Red River of the North, Souris, Devils Lake, James, and Sheyenne River Basins.  
State Emergency Operations Center (SEOC) Activation – Level III (Monitoring Activation). The SEOC will be staffed daily from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. by N.D. Division of Homeland Security (NDHLS) personnel. The Duty Officer will be responsible for incident-related calls between 5:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.

· Governor John Hoeven issued a statewide emergency declaration on March 13.

· The state was granted a Presidential Disaster Declaration for 34 counties and two Tribal Nations in North Dakota. – March 25
· The Presidential Disaster Declaration, issued March 24, has been expanded to include FEMA Individual Assistance (IA) for eligible applicants in the following counties: Adams, Barnes, Billings, Burleigh, Cass, Dickey, Emmons, Foster, Grand Forks, Griggs, Hettinger, Kidder, LaMoure, Logan, McIntosh, Mercer, Morton, Nelson, Ransom, Richland, Sargent, Steele, Stutsman, Towner, Traill and Williams. LOCAL

Benson County

· On May 5, state and local officials visited a site near the city of Warwick where 28 cattle and 34 sheep had died due mainly to adverse weather conditions. The animal carcasses will be retrieved and buried on property under the control of the livestock owner. Disposal is planned for May 7 by NDNG personnel.  The USDA office in Minnewaukan was informed.

N.D. Department of Agriculture (NDDoAg)

· Veterinarians from the N.D. Board of Animal Health are coordinating with the N.D. National Guard for carcass disposal efforts.  Counties where removal efforts have taken place include Cass, Emmons, Morton and Oliver Counties. A removal effort is currently planned for Benson County. – May 6

· As of May 3, dry edible peas were seven percent planted compared to last year’s 66 percent planted. Spring wheat was three percent planted compared with 54 percent last year and 51 percent average for this time of the year. Durum wheat was two percent complete compared with 36 percent last year and 30 percent average.  Sugar beets were four percent planted compared to 38 percent last year and 65 percent average. Soil saturation and cool weather continue to be the primary issues limiting full-scale activity in fields. Wet, cool weather and low feed supplies continue to be major concerns for livestock producers. (Information compiled by the USDA National Agriculture Statistics Service, North Dakota Field Office)

N.D. State Electrical Board

· An electrical inspector along with a representative of the National Electrical Manufacturers Association documented flood-damaged wiring and electrical equipment in southern Cass County.  State inspectors are still trying to contact home owners who have not returned to their homes. – May 7
· An electrical inspector along with a Dakota Valley Electric Cooperative representative evaluated water-damaged equipment and wiring at Lake LaMoure.  Fifty-six of 80 sites had power disconnected. – May 7
· An electrical inspector worked with Mor-Gran-Sou and Bureau of Reclamation officials to evaluate property with flood-damaged electrical wiring and equipment at Lake Tschida. Fourteen of 53 sites had power disconnected due to electrical wiring or equipment inundation by flood waters.  – May 7
· Cabin owners at Lake LaMoure and Lake Tschida have been directed to contact a North Dakota licensed electrical contractor of their choice to disconnect all electrical wiring and equipment and to replace damaged.  Once work has been done, the electrical contractor will issue an electrical wiring certificate to Mor-Gran-Sou certifying the electrical system is safe to energize.  A field inspector from the North Dakota State Electrical Board will then perform an inspection of the work performed by the licensed electrical contractor.

Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)

· FEMA will be conducting Community Mitigation Workshops in Minot and Dickinson addressing methods to protect homes and bank accounts from the ravages of flooding.  The Community Mitigation Workshop in Minot is scheduled for 6:00-8:00 p.m. CDT Wednesday, May 13, at the City Auditorium, 420 Third Avenue SW in Minot.  The Dickinson Workshop is scheduled for 6:00-8:00 p.m. MDT Thursday, May 14, at City Hall, 99 East Second St. in Dickinson. – May 6

· There are seven federal/state Disaster Recovery Centers currently operating in North Dakota to help people find out about their registration status, obtain recovery or mitigation program information, or help filling out SBA packets. – May 5

· Since the disaster was declared, more than $10.6 million has been approved in North Dakota loans or grants to individuals and to state, local and tribal governments and certain private nonprofit organizations suffering damage in the disaster. In addition, FEMA has obligated $19.2 million in 118 Mission Assignments to other federal agencies, including funding for USACE to remove temporary flood protection measures. – May 5
