The following is a summary of key issues related to the 2009 spring flood of the Red River of the North, Souris, Devils Lake, James and Sheyenne River Basins.  
State Emergency Operations Center (SEOC) Activation – Level III (Monitoring Activation).  
N.D. Division of Homeland Security (NDHLS) personnel staff the SEOC daily from 8:00 a.m. until to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday. The NDHLS Duty Officer has responsibility for incident-related calls between 5:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m. and on weekends and holidays.

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Weather Forecast: WESTERN AND CENTRAL NORTH DAKOTA:

High pressure over east central North Dakota early Wednesday morning will drift east during the day. Low pressure across eastern Montana will bring warm and moist air into the region. Scattered thunderstorms will form across the west and south today. Look for highs in the lower to middle 80s.
Today: Scattered showers and thunderstorms before 1:00 p.m. Mostly cloudy, with a high near 83. Calm wind becoming south between 10 and 13 mph. Chance of precipitation is 30 percent.

N.D. Division of Homeland Security (NDHLS)

· State Hazard Mitigation staff has been working with cities throughout North Dakota concerning outreach activity, acquisition information, and multi-hazard mitigation plan development and updates. 
· Personnel also initiated the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMPG) application process. Notice of intent applications are due June 30. The application process will be extended until  – June 24
· Community acquisition workshops will be held the week of July 12.

· SEOC continue in support of flood response and recovery operations across the state in coordination with local, state and federal agencies.

U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE)

· Governmental jurisdictions that need U.S. Army Corps of Engineers assistance in removing temporary flood protection measures such as sandbags, Hesco Bastion Containers and clay levees must place requests no later than Aug. 1, 2009.  A community using the USACE for temporary levee removal should make its request to the State Emergency Operations Center (SEOC); FEMA will add the community to the USACE list.

· National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) staff processed 784 flood insurance claims totaling $8.6 million. Staff has visited 92 individual insurance agents to date. 
· Environmental and Historical Preservation (EHP) staff coordinated with state and federal Public Assistance (PA) personnel to identify environmental issues with public officials as follows:
· Standing Rock Sioux Reservation to coordinate ongoing activities and begin drafting a programmatic agreement
· Spirit Lake Nation regarding extent of damage 
· U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) to coordinate environmental reviews related to easements.
