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Homeland Security Grant Program 2009 Grant Guidance
The 2009 grant process for the North Dakota State Homeland Security Grant Program (SHSGP) has changed with funds targeted to a specific activity. All local funds are being dedicated to reprogramming of the P25 compatible radios based on the revised state centralized/comprehensive frequency management plan which is scheduled to be complete by October 2009.
To be eligible for funding each county/tribe must submit an application. The application/proposal must outline:

1. The name and address of each jurisdiction/entity to receive funding.
2. The number of mobile radios, portable radios, base stations and repeaters to be reprogrammed by each jurisdiction/entity.
No budget will be required; however, a 10 percent cash or in-kind match is required. The State has established cost per unit (radio, repeater, base station) at about $130 ($117 federal, $13 non-federal) and State Homeland Security staff has calculated the budget required based on the numbers you provided. You will need to explain how/from what sources the 10 percent match will be provided. In-kind match may include activities directly related to the reprogramming process such as mileage to transport radios for reprogramming or the time of the person transporting. 
Each county/tribe may choose one of two options as it develops its application:

1. A single award to the county or tribe with all billings and payments through that county or tribe. 

2. An award to each of the respective entities (fire department, sheriff’s office, police department, ambulance service, etc.) making each entity responsible for its own billing, payment and reimbursement process.

Please indicate which option you choose on the application. The applications must also be signed.

The applications must be submitted by September 30, 2009.

REIMBURSEMENTS

The SHSP is a reimbursement grant program. Local jurisdictions must complete local expenditures / activities before receiving the SHSGP funding. 

To receive reimbursement entities must complete the “Financial Reimbursement Request Detail” form found on the ND DES website on the Division of Homeland Security pages. All requests must be accompanied by invoices and proof of payment (cancelled checks, ledger sheets, city or county vouchers, auditor’s warrant).
NOTE: The only programming that is reimbursable will be the programming authorized by DES as it relates to the state’s frequency management plan.

PERFORMANCE PERIOD
The performance period will be determined once the Frequency Management Plan has been approved.  The performance period will be no longer than 12 months.  Any unused funds at the end of the 12 month period will be de-obligated from the sub-grantee.

REPORTING
All federal grant programs require the recipient report on the performance and progress of grant activities. All entities receiving an award must submit a Quarterly Report to the ND DES Division of Homeland Security. A separate report must be submitted for each grant received. The report forms can be found on the ND DES website on the Homeland Security pages (http://www.nd.gov/des/homeland/grants/homland-security-grant-program-forms/).

Report deadlines:

· January 15 (covers activity October – December)

· April 15 (covers activity January – March)

· July 15 (covers activity April – June)

· October 15 (covers activity July – September)

Failure to submit Quarterly Reports can result in the freezing of grant funds or possible closure of the grant.
