(North Dakota) Mandan Tesoro refinery recalls jet fuel. Tesoro Corp. stated 
January 14 that it recalled jet fuel January 9-10 that was produced at its refinery 
in Mandan because it did not meet aviation specifications, delaying flights at 
Theodore Roosevelt Regional Airport and Bismarck Municipal Airport January 9.

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention reported January 19 that elevated 
levels of benzene were found in water samples from a treatment plant that serves 
approximately 6,000 people in the community of Glendive, Montana, after 50,000 
gallons of oil spilled from the Bridger Pipeline Co.-owned Poplar pipeline into the 
Yellowstone River January 17. Operations at the water treatment plant were

About 120 backyard chickens, 
geese, and ducks in Clallam County were culled by agriculture officials January 18 
due to confirmed infections of the highly pathogenic H5N2 strain of avian flu, 
while authorities reported that the virus has not been detected in commercial 
poultry and there was no immediate public health concern.

A 
researcher with Digital Bond Labs presented a vulnerability that he identified at 
the S4 conference in Miami when he reverse-engineered the Snapshot tracking 
dongle offered by Progressive Insurance that is currently in use in over 2 million 
vehicles across the U.S. that could allow the attacker to control some of the core 
functions of a car by compromising its on-board system via Snapshot remotely

Virginia 
Mason Medical Center officials in Seattle stated that they overhauled their 
cleaning protocol for medical scopes after an outbreak of drug-resistant 
superbugs spread by contaminated specialized endoscopes infected at least 32 
patients between 2012 and 2014. Authorities believe the bacterium was likely 
transferred from patient to patient after the devices were cleaned, but still 
harbored the germs.
