CRIME VICTIMS ACCOUNT GRANT INFORMATION & ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
The North Dakota Crime Victims Account (CVA) was established to encourage local communities to develop and/or enhance programs which have, as their primary functions, direct services to victims of crime.  Monies from the fund must not be used to supplant funds currently used to support victim services.

To be eligible for a CVA Grant, an organization must be:

1) A private, nonprofit domestic violence or sexual assault program or

2) A victim and witness advocacy program whose primary function is to provide direct services to victims of and witnesses to crimes.

All criteria for the VOCA Grant applies to the CVA Grant with the following exceptions:

1. Match Requirement - an organization must have financial support from other sources and must provide a 15% match of the program/project’s cost in cash.  Federal or state funds may not be used for the match.

2. Eligible Costs - 

a. Indirect administrative costs, up to 8% of grant request

b. Up to 50% of costs for one out-of-state training conference with prior approval

c. If you are requesting funds for salaries, you may include a request for fringe benefits up to 20% of the salary request
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
