The primary objective of this project is to test ION's lead CO2 capture solvent under more realistic somewhat 
larger slipstream conditions (~ 0.7 MWe) during continuous long-term operation, and to demonstrate significant 
progress is being made to meet or exceed DOE’s goal for second generation solvents of 90% CO2 capture rate 
with 95% purity at a cost of $40/tonne CO2 captured by 2025.
