I Work Completed during Period Covered by Report:

The Centennial Park Woodland Trail and Souris River Access Plan is currently in the design phase. Park 
District staff have walked the trail with the KLJ Architects and the route has been marked for the least 
disturbance to the natural setting of the trail. Pictures have been attached to show the marking of the trail. It 
will be a scenic nature trail where we are excited to offer year round use. It is the perfect location for a summer 
nature walk or birding enthusiasts. It is also ideal for cross country skiing with protection from the winter winds.
