The purpose of the project was to stabilize the river bank along the Missouri River at the Fox Island Boat 
Ramp. The Fox Island Boat Ramp is approximately 1.50 miles downriver from the Expressway Avenue Bridge 
in south Bismarck. The facility includes a concrete boat ramp and dock, fish cleaning station , public restrooms, 
pickup and trailer parking for the boat ramp and over 1500 feet of shoreline open to the public for fishing. 

The project included reshaping approximately 330 feet of the shoreline at a 2: 1 slope, installing geotextile 
fabric and placing rip rap to protect the shoreline from further erosion. Also included in this project was the 
installation of an accessible fishing platform. The project not only prevented further soil erosion in the area it 
will hopefully stop the collapse of the south end of the Fox Island Boat Ramp parking lot which has become 
compromised since the 2011 flood. 

The Fox Island Boat Ramp is now safer and provides an increased level of recreation to visitors
