Work Completed during Period Covered by Report: 
(This information will be posted on the Outdoor Heritage Fund/Industrial Commission website) 

June 11th (Omitted from June 30th report) Cut railings to fit smaller sections of fishing pier, installed, 
and attached netting to make accessible fishing pier child friendly. 

July ath, worked on leveling and grading accessible parking area. 

July 9th, finished dirt work, hauled gravel, sand and 1 load of rock for riprap. 

July 13th, contractor set forms and rebar for concrete accessible parking area and sidewalk. 

July 23rd, contractor poured and finished concrete for parking area and sidewalk. 

August 10th, loaded, hauled rocks for riprap, installed riprap, finished dirt work around concrete areas. 

August 20th, installed wooden railing on edge of picnic area. 

Sept. 3rd, painted blue 'handicap' lines and wheelchair stencil for accessible parking area. 

The accessible fishing pier was completed at the end of April and has seen almost daily usage since it 
was installed. Public comments have been overwhelmingly positive. Fishing off of the accessible 
fishing pier was exceptionally good during May and June so the fishing pier saw almost continual 
usage during that time. The accessible picnic table was installed in late August. It seems that almost 
everyone using the accessible fishing pier also uses the picnic table at some point during their visit to 
this area. So far, this project has been viewed as extremely successful and much appreciated by the 
general public. 

General purpose lawn grass will be seeded in the disturbed areas in late fall. Other minor finishing 
touches to the area are also needed, but overall, this project as described in the OHF application has 
been completed. 

The Outdoor Heritage Fund is authorized to use this report and the attached photos on their website, 
for promotional materials and for any other use authorized by the ND Industrial Commission.
