Yellow marked trails 7965 feet of Nature Hiking trail cleared, leveling, widened , for use by foot, or by track 
chairs for handica , winter snowshoes and hikers are trails that were reshaped and widened in 2015. 

are existing trails that were level cleared in past years and connect reshaped trails . 
and open slope and upper meadow trails that are mowed but may be unleveled and for 

summer hiking use only. Turtle Mountain conservation is planning to seed grass after ground temps are 
lowered for s ermination. 
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Wayland Trails in Small Shelter #1 area is 1.25 miles long and are all level and usable with the track chairs on 
site. Trails are named after the special needs children that broke ground in 2012 for Annie's House. These 
trails will be used year round for nature hikes, bird watching, geocaching (treasure hunts), snowshoeing, and 
other unmotorized use. In 2016 special needs biking also will use these trails as they have small elevation 
changes. We have partnered with Independence Inc. of North Dakota to plant 500 Juneberry trees along these 
trails in 2016 and 2017 for future harvesting and selling to local ice cream producer Pride Dairies (5-7 years 
from now) Berry trees (100) planted in 2014 along trail west side of lake are now producing a few juneberries 
and are over 2 feet tall. 
Trails, small shelter #2 area was the most difficult due to the need to create switch backs to make these trails 
assessable for summer use with the track chairs. Elevation rise is over 100 feet from entrance to shelter# 2. 
2 Trac Chairs are available on site for special needs people to use to fish, hike with friends and family. Stand 
u chair donated in September by local and State Am Vets organizations. 
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Warming cabin will be sided with log siding and green steel roofing, has a 6 foot deck that is built for track chair 
use. Wheel chair will be available in shelter so access to portable restroom that is behind shelter. South side 
will have picnic area and tables under oaks. Located 200 feet above the base area this shelter offers a great 
view from the porch of the North Dakota prairies and Annie's House. Heating will be by floor heat and wall 
forced are heater. Supplies and restroom service access to buildin will be from east. 
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Trail shelters; 2 Open shelters with roof are under construction and all post and sign post holes have been dug 
on trail. Waiting for volunteer group to complete before freeze up shelters provide a large area to view wildlife 
and scenic views.
