1. The individual is age 0+; and

2. The individual is currently enrolled in ND Medicaid or Medicaid Expansion;

The individual's Federal Poverty Level is 150% or below; and

4. The individual has a substance use, mental health or brain injury diagnosis
(see specific diagnosis list); and

5. The individual's WHODAS score of 50 or above; and

6. The individual resides in and will receive services in a setting meeting the
federal home and community-based setting requirements.
