DEFINITIONS 
Universal Design for Learning: Instructional planning to ensure all students can access the general education curriculum and activities is guided by the three principles of Universal Design for Learning (UDL) - Multiple Means of Engagement, Multiple Means of Representation, and Multiple Means of Action & Expression.   
Awareness: Focuses primarily on attitudinal change.  Includes information that informs and sensitizes school personnel about the instructional frameworks or tools that address the needs and skills of children with behavioral, social emotional, social communication, and mental health needs.
Knowledge: Focuses primarily on cognitive change.  You have more detailed information, and have given it more consideration for practice. 
Skill Practice: Focuses on use of the framework or tool.  Use has been limited, but you have some hands-on experience.
Skill Application: Focuses on consistent use of the framework or tool.  You have hands-on experiences with positive results. 
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
