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With the new ESSA law bringing forth new opportunities to implement more flexible and innovative
activities, there is no doubt that Competency-Based Education will be part of the discussion of the future.
Here is an opportunity for you to advance the innovative ideas and projects in your school. The North
Dakota Department of Public Instruction (NDDPI) is looking specifically for districts that would be
interested in serving as a pilot to implement a Competency-Based Education (CBE) model. To assist with
this project, NDDPI held a one-hour webinar on Competency-Based Education (CBE) on June 27, 2016
with presenter Matt Williams from Knowledge Works.
