As a young teacher, Stacey Bess took on her very first assignment at The School 
with No Name, located in a small shed behind a community homeless shelter. The 
inspirational story of how she taught and nurtured hundreds of underprivileged 
children was brought to life on the small screen with the Hallmark Hall of Fame 
movie Beyond the Blackboard, which will re-air on Saturday, February 25, on the 
Hallmark Channel. The film was based on Bess's 1994 memoir, Nobody Don't 
Love Nobody: Lessons on Love from the School with No Name. 

An engaging and compelling speaker, Bess inspires audiences with her incredible 
story. She'll make you laugh and she'll make you think about new ways to reach 
out to students. The lessons she learned in her classroom apply to all children and 
all teachers. Her message of hope changes lives and motivates listeners to 
become more involved in their own communities.
