Datalogger Download:

To download the MAP Dataloggers, start by connecting the MAP GIS III or the MAP Multi Event Datalogger to your computer.

Next, open All Topo Maps. Uncheck the open last project button. 

Select the state you are using, and select OK.

Go to Annotations Tab (at top of screen) – Select “New Annotation” file – Save your map file name. The default location is the User location in All Topo. We recommend you save your map data in this location, as this is where MAP 2006 Record keeping software looks for your map information.

Now, select “Tools” – Select “GPS Tool” – if you receive an error, the specific com port has been closed and deselected. Check the connection, then use GPS Setup Tab to select the proper com-port, (Finding the correct com port. Go to My computer-right click and select properties. Pick the hardware tab- Device Manager.  When you select Device Manager, a list will come up. Go down the list and click on the + in front of ports. This will tell you the com ports. Select one of these ports) Click on “OK”.

Select GPS Setup Tab at the top of the toolbox. Select the GPS Datalogger (MT Ag) this is at the top right of the GPS Tool Box. Select the Com port output, than Test GPS link.

If the correct com port is selected, your computer should communicate with the Datalogger. 

Select the Tab at the top of the toolbox labeled Coordinate list, than select 1.  Load Coordinates From.

Push the GPS Receiver Button.

A box will appear that states Load Coordinates from GPS Receiver. Click on Waypoint list and select OK.

The Button Attributes box opens.  This box allows you to name the weeds you are mapping. 

First, go to the buttons on the right and select the Button Load Config.
Then, from the list select the configurations example (Weeds ND Attribute list.)

Click OK.

Scroll through the list with the up and down arrows to the right of the first box selecting the weeds you would like to name.

These weed are preloaded for you with the federal code so all information will be standard throughout the United States.  

Then, go to one of the five button positions and load the weed selection in that location by pushing the Load from Grid button located to the right of the button definition box.

Next, fill out the Applicator and Location Information. 

Press OK to download your information. The download should be in progress. This will take a while depending on the amount of points in the Datalogger. The download speed is automatically selected so the setting in the setup is not necessary. After the download is complete a box will come up asking if you would like to upload this data. 

Press Transfer Now to send this data to the state. 

Cancel to store in your home map files.

When you select Transfer Now a box with Information will appear which will say FTP File: Success?  This will only be successful if you have internet connection established. Click OK.

After hitting Transfer or Cancel, your data will load in the Coordinate Box. 
Go to the bottom of the box and pick the button that says Save Selected Coordinates to All Topo Maps.

A box will appear to save waypoints. 

Select Connected Route of Waypoints. Click OK. 

Close your GPS Tool.

This will put your information in the WPT file list. Find the WPT. button with the binoculars beside it.

Go down about three or four lines and highlight a line by clicking on it. Go to the bottom of the WPT. tool and click on the button that says Center Way Point. 

Close Search Annotation List. You have just downloaded your data, put it in All Topo and made a map. 
All Topo has a great book that comes with the software to guide you through using your information or you can use The ALL Topo video training program already on your computer.

How to upload existing data on your laptop.
Open GPS Tool, click View at the top of the box and then click Attribute Value Editor. At the top of the page in Attribute Editor click on Advanced and then FTP Job. When the new window pops up at the bottom, change the Files of Type: to All Files (*.*). Now you can navigate to where your file is located and click on the file you would like to upload, and click Open and then Transfer Now.
How to clear your Datalogger.

After you have your data saved in All Topo, you need to delete the data in your Datalogger. This is done by going to GPS Tool – GPS Setup Tab – at the bottom of the tool. Select Erase All Waypoints In GPS.  A box will appear asking you to confirm Erase All waypoints in GPS? If you want to clear the Datalogger select YES.

The LED on the front of the MAP Datalogger will blink and all data will be cleared making the Datalogger ready to collect new data.

When using Datalogger
· If using with a flow switch, the switch on the datalogger (if the unit has a switch) should be in the “off” position. The LED should only light up when spraying water

· To use the Datalogger to map manually, Turn the datalogger switch on and push desired weed button, wait a few seconds then turn off the switch. Every time the switch is turned on and the LED is blinking, you are collecting data.

· GPS must be turned on and receiving signal before data will be received by datalogger.
Troubleshooting the Datalogger
If you are having trouble with your Datalogger, make sure you:

1. Check the Datalogger battery. They should be replaced minimally once a year
2. Make sure the GPS “units” are set to NMEA IN\NMEA OUT if this has changed, you will not get a light on your datalogger and no data will be collected.

3. If you are using your datalogger with a flow switch, you may have to clean the flow switch to get it to stop sticking.
4. Check wiring for a short.
