IS YOUR LOAD A SUPER LOAD OR ONE REQUIRING BRIDGE ANALYSIS?

How to determine when a load or vehicle movement must be analyzed to pass over bridge structures or is considered a superload.
1. Gross vehicle weight of a load movement exceeds 150,000 pounds.
2. When the weight of an axle group exceeds a lower bridge rating as shown on Permit Bridge Load Limitations Map.
3. When the combination weight of axle groups exceed bridge rating limitations as shown on Permit Bridge Load Limitations Map.
4. When axle spacing measurements do not meet minimum requirements as shown on the Permit Bridge Load Limitations Map. 
5. Self-propelled special mobile equipment exceeds 114,800 pounds gross vehicle weight.
*Example for #2:  Triple axle exceeds 48,000 lbs. and travel is on class 3 bridge structures.
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*Example for #3:  Combined weights (from axle groups) exceed bridge limitations. Axles are divided into 3 groups.
Group #1:      Steer axle or axles.
       Group #2:      Drive axles (include ALL axles in the drive area prior to the load.)

       Group #3:      Trailer axles (ALL axles under the load and behind the trailer.)

If any of the above axle groups exceed combination weight of 68,000 lbs., 64,000 lbs. or 48,000 lbs. as shown on the permit bridge map, a bridge analysis must be completed.   
*Example for #4:  Does not meet minimum measurements of 12’ and 24’ from axle center to axle   center.
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How to request a permit for a superload movement or one requiring bridge analysis?

4.  Click on Application for Excessive Size… (SFN 3535)
       If truck crane, dual lane or trunnion trailer, click on Application for Excessive Size…(SFN 59716) 
5.  Save application to desktop.

6.  Enter information
    a. Enter axle weights in groups and include parentheses (  ) around axle group numbers.

8.  Attached completed application to email and send to ndhppermits@nd.gov

9.  Allow at least 24 to 48 hours for single route analysis.

10.  A NDHP representative from the Permit Section will contact you.
11.  Load or vehicle movements moving on a regular basis may request a Statewide Bridge Analysis, by completing SFN 3535. For route of travel type “STATE WIDE ANALYSIS”

        a. Allow for one month to obtain approval.

        b. A statewide bridge analysis is valid for a calendar year.
