APPLICATION FOR OVERTIME FUNDING

ENFORCEMENT OF UNDERAGE DRINKING LAWS

POINT OF PURCHASE OPERATIONS

This project is for a selective enforcement program designed to reduce the amount of alcoholic beverages that reach underage people.  Overtime funding is available for enforcement of laws prohibiting a person under twenty-one years of age from purchasing, consuming, or possessing alcoholic beverages or entering licensed premises.  Compliance checks and shoulder taps are examples of programs that can be done with this funding.
OFF-SITE OPERATIONS - SATURATION PATROLS

This project is for a selective traffic enforcement program targeting violations of law relating to underage alcohol possession and consumption.  Overtime funding is available for saturation enforcement activities designed to impact locations and time periods where a high probability of alcohol possession and consumption is likely to occur. Some examples of times and locations are athletic events and the pre and post gatherings, concerts, gatherings at local lakes and rivers, and celebrations.  

GRANT REQUEST:  Agencies may request funding for one or both of the programs.  You have the flexibility to design the program to address situations specific to your jurisdiction as long as they target either access to alcohol by underage persons or areas that have a high probability of underage drinkers present.
