[bookmark: _GoBack]RE:  Mandatory Training for NDPERS Deferred Compensation Provider Representatives
NDPERS is again offering Deferred Compensation Provider Training.  
The Provider Administrative Agreement has a contractual requirement that you attend a NDPERS training session or one approved by the NDPERS Board within one year of beginning services and once every two years thereafter, in order to retain your eligibility to provide services under the program.  Our records indicate that it will be necessary for you to attend one of the upcoming live web sessions  or a pre-recorded video webinar found on the NDPERS website to fulfill your company’s contractual requirements.
In addition to satisfying the contractual requirement, it is beneficial for you to attend a training session for several more reasons.  First, there have been some contribution changes to the various state retirement systems, expanded eligibility for the optional defined contribution retirement plan as well as some member self service actions that are  pertinent to daily 457 plan operations that are now available.  
For existing provider representatives, there is a schedule of upcoming recertification training sessions on the NDPERS website and provided on this invitation.  Please click on the link provided on the following page of this email to register for the training session you wish to attend.  To recertify, please register electronically as soon as possible. As you will notice, there are six live sessions that will be presented via GoToWebinar which will require access to a computer as well as a telephone.  The sessions will be live and attendance will be taken using Go-To-Webinar software, so you must sign on individually. Anyone attending a live session will be awarded one Continuing Education Credit.  Once you have registered, the meeting will be added to your calendar and you will receive a follow-up reminder to attend.   
In addition, a web version of the live session will be offered for those who either aren’t able to attend one of the six live presentations or who prefer to watch it on their own time.  However, continuing education credits will not be provided for the web version of the training.  All training must be completed by December 30, 2014.
If you do not attend a session this calendar year, you will be out of compliance with your company’s contractual requirements which will result in a suspension of your ability to service your current accounts.
Please be sure to send in your recertification notice if you are not participating in a live webinar.
